

KIA UK LIMITED PRIZE DRAW TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Introduction

1. These are the rules for the Kia UK Limited (“Kia”) prize draw. By participating in the prize draw, each entrant agrees to be bound by these rules. Employees of the Kennington Oval, any Kia Motors (UK) or any agencies involved with the competition and all affiliates of such companies may not enter the competition. 

2. This is a prize draw for the opportunity to win a chance to enter into the Kia High Catch competition run by Surrey County Cricket Club on behalf of Kia. This competition will run for all men’s and women’s home Vitality T20 Blast group games at The Kia Oval.

3. You can enter the competition by replying to a Kia Oval email sent out ahead of the game and filling out the entry form. This competition will run for all men’s and women’s Vitality T20 Blast double headers and men’s stand-alone matches at the Kia Oval. 


Who can enter?

4. Entries to the prize draw may only be made by any person: 
a. Entrants who are under the age of 16, and over the age of 8 will be accompanied by an adult aged 18 or over. 
b. a resident in England, Wales, Scotland or Northern Ireland; and
c. eligible to enter under these rules. 

5. The following are not eligible to participate:
a. employees of Kia, or any company within the same group of companies as Kia, their agents or anyone else professionally associated with the prize draw and their families; 
b. other persons assisting with this prize draw;
c. any person not being a natural person;
d. any syndicate or collection of persons acting in concert;
e. any person using the services of or which is an entity carrying on the business of entering (or advising on entering) prize draws. 
f. any person heavily under the influence of alcohol

6. Evidence of identity and age may be required.

7. Any third party entries or entries submitted by agents will not be accepted. 

How to enter

8. The Kia Oval production team will select two audience members on the day of the fixture between gates opening and the first ball being bowled.

9. There is no alternative method of entry. Kia makes no charge for entry and no purchase is necessary to enter. 

10. Any person found using fraudulent information will have their entry voided.



The prize

11. There are two prizes available that will be provided to the qualifying eligible winners of this prize draw. 

12. The prize is the opportunity to win a chance to enter into the Kia High Catch competition run by Surrey County Cricket Club.

13. The secondary prize is performance related, by catching a certain number of balls during the competition. Each participant pairing will have six attempts at catching the High Catch.

a. Two catches – 1 x Surrey Cap.
b. Four catches – 1 x Surrey Cap, and 1 x Surrey T20 shirt.
c. Six catches - 1 x Surrey Cap, 1 x Surrey T20 shirt, and win general admission matchday tickets to a Kia Oval matchday.

14. No other alternative prize is available, in whole or in part.


Your privacy 

15. The winner’s details (name and geographical location) will be made available in publicity related activity or to those who wish to find out who the winner is.
